“We are delighted that Rolls-Royce has developed such an exciting competition for schools as part of the Brunel 200 programme. Our aim in Brunel 200 is not just to celebrate the engineering achievements of the past but also to encourage the Brunels of the future.“

A grand final will take place next July, with the top prize for both projects a tour of Concorde, another icon of Bristol engineering excellence, and an activities day for the winner’s class.
