Forces workshops

Supporting the exhibition, these hands-on workshops further investigate some of the forces explored in the exhibition whilst linking to aspects of the science curriculum.

Fantastic forces - Investigate everyday forces such as friction, air resistance and gravity and explore balanced and unbalanced forces through make and take activities. KS2, £2 per pupil
